This document contains Valentino by Omega Products International’s, Inc. specification for Valentino lime-based plaster finishes.  Valentino plaster applications are comprised of Valentino Mineral primer and Valentino lime-based finish. 
The specification is intended to be tailored by the design professional to suit the project requirements and follows the Construction Specification Institute’s (CSI) MasterFormat (2004 Ed.) and SectionFormat (1997 Ed.). E. General:  Valentino plaster finishes consist of Valentino mineral primer and Valentino lime-based finishes applied over approved, properly prepared substrates. 
F. Application Methods:  The plaster is applied directly to a structure at the construction site.

submittals

G. Product Data:  All product data sheets, evaluation reports, details, and warranty information that pertain to the project in accordance with Section 01 30 00 Submittal Procedures.
H. Samples:  Submitted upon request.
1. Samples of the finish coat shall be of an adequate size as required to represent each color and texture to be utilized on the project and produced using the same techniques and tools required to complete the project.
2. Retain approved samples at the construction site throughout the application process.
Quality Assurance

I. Qualifications:

1. Manufacturer:  System component materials shall be manufactured or approved by Omega Products International, Inc. and shall be distributed by the same or its authorized dealers.

J. Plastering Contractor:

1. Shall specialize in Venetian style plasterwork with documented experience.

2. Shall provide proof of current contractor’s license and bond where required.

K. On-Site Mock-Ups:  Produced upon request.

1. Prior to commencement of work, provide a mock-up for approval.
2. Mock-up suitable to represent the products to be installed for each color and texture constructed using the same tools and techniques to be utilized on the project.
3. Retain approved mock-up at job site throughout the application process.
a. Where acceptable to the Architect, approved mockups may become part of the completed Work if undisturbed at time of Substantial Completion.

DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING
L. Delivery:  Deliver all materials to the construction site in their original, unopened packaging with labels intact.

M. Inspection:  Inspect the materials upon delivery to assure that specified products have been received.  Report defects or discrepancies to the responsible party according to the construction documents; do not use reported material for application.

N. Storage:  Store all products per manufacturer’s recommendations.  Generally, store materials in a cool, dry location; away from direct contact with the ground and/or concrete; out of direct sunlight; and protect from weather and other damage.
Project Conditions

O. Environmental Requirements:  Follow product manufacturer's recommendations for environmental conditions and surface preparation.
1. Temperatures:  Before, during and following the application of the Valentino plaster, the ambient and surface temperatures must remain above 40°F (4°C) for a minimum period of 24 hours.   Protect plaster from uneven and excessive evaporation, especially during hot, dry and/or windy weather.   Protect the plaster from freezing for a period of not less than 24-hours after set has occurred.
2. Substrates:  Prior to installation, inspect the wall for surface contamination or other defects that may adversely affect the performance of the materials, and shall be free of residual moisture.  Do not apply the plaster to substrates whose temperature are less than 40°F (4°C) or contain frost or ice.  Substrates should be smooth, equivalent of level 4 drywall, and free of defects.
3. Inclement Weather:  Protect applied material from inclement weather until dry.
P. Existing Conditions:

1. Jobsite Resources:  Provide access to electrical outlets, clean, potable water, and a suitable work area at the construction site throughout the application of the plaster.
Sequencing and Scheduling

Q. Sequencing:  Coordinate the installation of the Valentino plaster with all other construction trades.  To reduce the likelihood of cracking, it is recommended the building carry a minimum of 90 percent of the dead building load and the interior gypsum be installed prior to installation of the plaster.
R. Staffing:  Provide sufficient manpower to ensure continuous operation, free of cold joints, scaffolding lines, variations in texture, etc.

Warranty

S. System Warranty:  Submit documentation on Valentino standard warranties.  At completion of work, provide written system warranty documentation. 
T. Warranty Length: Five years commencing at the time of substantial completion.  [See Omega Product’s warranties for more information.  The warranty length depends upon the combination of products used in the system. Longer warranties are possible when Valentino finishes are combined with other products manufactured by Omega Products International, Inc.]
Maintenance
U. The following materials shall be presented to the owner following the application of the work:

1. One container of finish for each color utilized on the project.
2. A maintenance program for finishes as required.

2.07 Color and Texture:  Color(s) and finish texture shall be as selected by the Architect.

PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.01 EXAMINATION
3.02 Prior to the application of the Valentino plaster the plastering contractor shall ensure that:

1. Surface and site conditions are ready to receive work.
2. Grounds and Blocking: Verify that the items within the walls for other sections of work have been installed.
3.03 Substrates:  
1. Acceptable substrates must be securely fastened per applicable building code requirements.
2. Acceptable substrates and adjacent materials must be dry, clean, and sound.  

3.04 Unsatisfactory conditions shall be reported to the general contractor and/or builder and/or architect and/or owner.  Do not proceed until all unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected. Beginning of installation means acceptance of existing conditions.

3.05 PreperatioN
3.06 Substrate:  Clean the substrate to which the plaster is to be applied, ensuring that there are no foreign materials present; including, but are not limited to, oil, dirt, dust form release agents, efflorescence, paint, wax, water repellants, moisture, or frost.
3.07 Surrounding Areas:  Protect surfaces near the work of this section from damage, disfiguration, and overspray.  Mask off all dissimilar materials.
3.08 Installation, General

3.09 General Installation:  Valentino plasters are artisan finishes that can achieve a variety of appearances.  Contact Omega Products International prior to application with any questions or for training.  
3.010 Installing PRIMER 

3.011 Apply Valentino Mineral Primer with a brush, roller, or sprayer.  Avoid puddling. 
3.012 Installing Finish Coat

3.013 General:  Apply per product data sheet to achieve the desired appearance.
3.014 Verification:  Verify the desired color and texture match the approved sample and/or mock-up prior to installation.

3.015 CLEANING

3.016 Cleaning:  Remove any and all materials used and all protective masking.

3.017 Protection

3.018 Protection:  Protect applied material from inclement weather until dry and prevent it from freezing for a minimum of 24-hours after set and/or until dry.  Refer to manufacturer’s product data sheet for additional requirements.
